
TEES CHILD DEATH REVIEW PROJECT
INTRODUCTION

Local Safeguarding Children Boards (LSCBs) are responsible for collecting and analysing information about the deaths of children and young people (up to the age of 18 years) in their area.  This information will identify patterns and trends, enabling specific action, which may prevent some deaths in the future (Chapter 7, Working Together to Safeguard Children, 2006).

The Tees Child Death Review Project, managed by South Tees LSCB on behalf of the LSCBs covering Redcar and Cleveland, Middlesbrough, Hartlepool and Stockton, provides a dedicated service to ensure the statutory requirements relating to child death review functions are implemented.   
RESPONSIBILITIES FOR PROFESSIONALS 

In order to collate and analyse essential information, professionals/agencies working with children (directly or indirectly) may be contacted by the Child Death Review Project Manager to provide a report in respect of children who die expectedly.   Involved professionals may also be invited to attend a case discussion.  This information will be used to inform the Tees Child Death Overview Panel (CDOP).

In the circumstances of a child dying unexpectedly, the Rapid Response Protocol is immediately followed and Local Case Discussions (LCDs) will be convened by the Designated Health professional.  Involved professionals /agencies will be contacted to provide a written report, prior to attending the LCD.  This information will also be used to inform the Tees CDOP.

Training will also be available in the near future and details will be publicised and published on the LSCB websites.          

INFORMATION FOR PARENTS/CARERS 

Parents and carers will be informed of the Child Death Review Processes, but will not be members of LCDs or CDOPs.  Parents, Carers and family members will be treated with the obvious care, sensitivity and respect they deserve and will be reassured that the information presented to CDOPs and LCDs will be strictly confidential.  

All professionals involved in LCDs and CDOPs adhere to strict confidentiality codes and for the purposes of national reporting, information is kept anonymous.
